Emerald Ash Borer Update
This pesky little bug continues it’s march
through the Ash forests of the Midwest.
Here are a few basic things to know
about it:

- It attacks only Ash trees
(Fraxinus spp.)

- Adult beetles are metallic green
and about 1/2 inch long.

- Adults leave a D-shaped exit
hole in the bark when they
emerge in Spring.

- It was first discovered in
Michigan in 2002.

- Do not move firewood between
Michigan, Ohio, Illinois and
